1.  Analytical:

a. Teacher Instructions

1. Teacher will tell students to break up into the groups they were in the other day, the groups of 8.
2. Students will then be assigned a topic.

i. Native Americans

ii. Transcontinental Railroad

iii. Mining at the Comstock lode

3. Students will make a skit based off of these topics

4. Students will need to find a picture online to help guide their skits based on their topic

5. When making the skits students should consult their notes or look online for more information

6. The skits must be at least 5 minutes and no longer than 10.

b. Resource
1. Students’ notes

2. New information online

3. Picture the students’ find online.
c. Student Activity
1. Students will get into their groups from the other day. 
2. Students will research or look in their notes for information to comprise a skit of at least 5 minutes.

3. Students will be assigned a topic that was talked about in classes prior

a. Native Americans

c. Mining at the Comstock lode
2. Practical:

a. Teacher Instructions

1. Students will write out their skits.
2. Once they think they have a good enough skit they will show it to the teacher to make sure all points were covered in their skit.

3. If need be the students will go back and add in their new info
